Lenten Fast and Abstinence 
Good Friday (April 7) is a day of fast and           
abstinence. Fasting is obligatory for all who have 
completed their 18th year and have not yet reached 
their 60th year. Fasting allows a person to eat one full 
meal. Two smaller meals may be taken, not to equal 
one full meal. Abstinence (from meat) is obligatory 
for all who have reached their 14th year. If possible, 
the fast on Good Friday is continued until the Easter 
Vigil (on Holy Saturday night) as the “paschal fast” to 
honor the suffering and death of the Lord Jesus, and 
to prepare ourselves to share more fully and to   
celebrate more readily His Resurrection.  

Przepisy postne 
W Wielki Piątek obowiązuje post ścisły – post i 
wstrzemięźliwość od pokarmów mięsnych. Osoby od 
14-go do 18-go roku życia oraz osoby mające ponad 
60 lat są zobowiązane do wstrzemięźliwości od 
pokarmów mięsnych. Osoby między 18-ym a 60-ym 
rokiem życia powinny zachować nie tylko 
wstrzemięźliwość, ale również post, to znaczy mogą 
spożyć trzy posiłki, przy czym tylko jeden do syta, a 
dwa – lekkie. Z obowiązku tego są zwolnione osoby 
chore. Kościół zachęca także do przedłużenia postu 
i wstrzemięźliwości aż do rozpoczęcia liturgii Wigilii 
Paschalnej w Wielką Noc. 

Ayuno y Abstinencia 
Viernes Santo (7 de abril) es un día de ayuno y 
abstinencia. El ayuno es obligatorio para todos de 
18 años a 60 años. El ayuno permite a una persona 
comer una comida completa. Dos  
son posibles, pero que no sean equivalentes a una 
comida completa. Abstinencia (de carne) es      
obligatoria para todos mayores de 14 años. Si es 
posible, el ayuno el Viernes Santo continua hasta la 
Vigilia Pascual (la noche del Sábado de Gloria) 
como el “ayuno pascual” para honrar el sufrimiento 
y muerte del Señor Jesús y prepararnos a compartir 
más plenamente y celebrar más apropiadamente su 
Resurrección.  



A few words from the Pastor 
 

Dear Parishioners. 
 

As we begin the celebration of Holy Week with Palm Sunday today, we enter the most holy week of the year. It is a very 
graced time for all who participate in remembering all that the Lord suffered and did for us out of his great love and mercy. I 
encourage as many as possible to attend the services of Holy Week. Until now we have been able to maintain the liturgical 
schedules at both St. Bruno and St. Richard, as they had been observed in previous year, with a few minor changes. But the 
rules for celebrating the liturgies of Holy Week do not allow us to simply repeat that which we have done in previous years 
before merging of our parishes. Our new reality calls for a renewed approach to the age-old practices of the most sacred 
days of the liturgical year. In today’s bulletin, you will find the whole schedule of services for Holy Week, 2023. As the 
guidelines for the celebration of Holy Week demand that we as a parish host only one Mass on Holy Thursday and that the 
celebration be in the hours of the early evening, we will celebrate the Mass of the Lord’s Supper in a trilingual liturgy in only 
one of our churches. These guidelines oblige us to do the same for the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday night. And so, like last 
year, we will offer the Holy Thursday Mass at St. Richard church and the Easter Vigil Mass will be held in St. Bruno church. 
The Good Friday Liturgy of the Lord’s Passion will be celebrated in both churches. The solemn Resurrection Procession and 
Mass in Polish will be on Sunday, April 9, at 6:00 am. At St. Richard church. May our celebration of Holy Week as a united 
parish strengthen our faith, confirm us in hope, and enable us all to better love one another, as Christ calls us.

Dzisiejsza Niedziela Palmowa, zwana także Niedzielą Męki Pańskiej, rozpoczyna obchody Wielkiego Tygodnia. Jak sama 
nazwa na to wskazuje, jest to rzeczywiście wielki tydzień w roku liturgicznym Kościoła, ponieważ w ciągu zaledwie kilku dni 
będziemy przeżywać najważniejsze wydarzenia naszego zbawienia – Mękę, Śmierć i Zmartwychwstanie Chrystusa. Dlatego 
gorąco zachęcam do uczestnictwa w nabożeństwach Wielkiego Tygodnia. Ze względu na przepisy liturgiczne, z 
konieczności musi ulec zmianie plan Mszy i nabożeństw w tym okresie w obu naszych kościołach. I tak na przykład w Wielki 
Czwartek, Msza św. Wieczerzy Pańskiej, podobnie jak w ubiegłym roku, będzie odprawiona w kościele św. Ryszarda, 
natomiast w Wielką Sobotę zgromadzimy się na Liturgii Wigilii Paschalnej w kościele św. Brunona. Oba nabożeństwa, z 
konieczności, będą odprawione w 3 językach. Wielki Piątek dopuszcza rozważanie Męki Pańskiej w ojczystych językach, 
święcie pokarmów wielkanocnych odbędzie się w obu naszych kościołach. Gdy idzie o poranną Rezurekcję to rozpocznie 
się ona o 6:00 rano w kościele św. Ryszarda. Niech wspólne świętowanie największych tajemnic naszej wiary umocni nas w 
wierze, nadziei i pozwoli nam wszystkim lepiej miłować się nawzajem, do czego wzywa nas sam Chrystus.

Week at a Glance 

  Ever since I was a young boy, I always looked forward to Holy 
Week. We spent a lot of time in church celebrating the revered 
traditions, most importantly the Greatest Story Ever Told. I hope 
more of you will join us too. Covid has affected our numbers in 
the past, but it’s improving. In fact some hospitals resumed lifting 
mask mandates last Monday. Please reconsider joining us in 
person since our diocese no longer has a dispensation for those 
who are missing mass. You are most welcome & missed. 
   It all starts this weekend with Palm Sunday. We begin this 
mass hearing the reading about joyful shouts of crowds cheering 
Hosanna in the Highest, waving palms as our Lord enters 
Jerusalem riding on a donkey. Yet in the Liturgy of the Hours, we 
pray “He was pierced for our offenses burdened with our sins. By 
His wounds we are healed.” The crowds of supporters quickly 
turn in four short days to an angry mob jeering “Crucify Him, 
crucify Him!” This week is a roller coaster of emotions for sure. 
Your reaction to the chain of events that follows really all 
depends on your relationship with the main character, Jesus.  
The church decorations change almost daily from the somber 
purple to the colors of red then white & gold. The aroma of 
incense, spring lilies & flowers as well as the tone of the music & 
processions. The presence of a tomb filled then empty, The 
veneration of the cross  liturgy on Good Friday with once again 
the Passion story being retold over again to remind us how we 
even today are guilty of putting Jesus on that cross. We are all 
sinners.  Just look in the mirror, none of us is blameless.   
   Some members of the crowd were more than onlookers.  
Veronica who wiped Jesus’ face with her veil, the weeping 
women who met Jesus as he carried his cross. Simon of Cyrene 
who was forced to help but then quickly picked up the Cross to 
help carry the heavy burden. Only one of Jesus/ disciples had 
not run away & it was young John who stayed with Mary, His 
mother & Mary Magdalene as he died. I hope you won’t abandon 
Jesus too. Please join us at both sites for the amazing liturgies 
offered on Holy Thursday as we remember the Last Supper & 
the institution of the Holy Eucharist. Jesus crucifixion on Good 
Friday. Holy Saturday’s blessing of the Paschal candle lit by the 
holy fire at dusk & the beautiful liturgy that follows which is 
preceded earlier that day with the blessing of baskets. I can 
smell the kielbasa, ham & horseradish already. Most importantly, 
we gather to celebrate the glories of the Lord on Resurrection 
Day. Easter Sunday. The Triduum (3 days) is the holiest time of 
the church. The tradition of visiting churches for adoration on 
Holy Thursday is solemn as well. The Agony in the Garden of 
Gethsemane is a powerful episode that triggers all these events. 
After the Last Supper, Jesus enters the garden where he 
experiences great anguish & prays to be delivered from his 
impending death on the cross "Take this cup from me" while also 
submitting to his Father's will. He asked us to watch & pray with 
Him. Do we listen or ignore him? Only you know that answer. I 
hope you won’t ignore these events but rather make a conscious 
effort to participate. God bless you during this powerful week.
