The Hebrew leƩers 
are imbedded in the backrest of a triangular 
throne of God, the side arms of which draws the 
viewers eye to “Yahweh”. This throne symbol 
will be repeated in two other windows.

 Four angels below Yahweh are praising 
Him. They are holding in front of them the books 
that hold the Word of God. This message       
symbolizes that the Word of God will come to 
us; it will be presented to those who are faithful.

Last weekend, he talked 
about the summer season as a time to vacation, no school,

When we pray the Our 
Father, it’s not “MY” father, it’s “OUR” father. That’s so 
important because in order to be in a relationship with God, 
we need to pray together in community.  
  Unfortunately, due to the pandemic, our prayer community 
has been shattered. To this day, our numbers have 
dwindled of people who are attending mass.  I wonder 
why? I don’t think I am the only one asking either. I do 
know that Jesus said…”to the one who knocks, the door 
will be opened.” So please reconsider your decision to stay 
home. The “Our Father” is what we need, said together as 
a true parish family in this day & age. It’s the blueprint for 
living a holy life. Plus try the two chair method of prayer at 
your leisure since you are at home. God bless you this 
week.
