Dear Parishioners. 
 
Today is the Third Sunday of Lent and we are now half way through our Lenten journey. As I pointed out at the very 
beginning, in Lent we are called to practices of prayer, fasting, and acts of charity. In addition to abstaining from meat on 
Fridays and fasting on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, many of us also give up something we enjoy - certain foods or 
pleasurable activities as a sacrifice during the 40 days of Lent. How are your Lenten sacrifices going? Usually by this time 
we are beginning to feel the weight of them, or maybe have given up. All of us struggle with the good intentions of Ash 
Wednesday, and some (perhaps many) of us fail. The important thing is to get-up and try again. God loves our efforts and 
is ready to help us keep going or start anew when we fail. Look at the schedule of our Lenten devotions and confessions 
and find a convenient time to shed your sins and reconcile yourself to our Lord. Since Lent involves alms giving, I 
encourage participation in the Rice Bowl collection. Please be sure to take home a Rice Bowl packet and follow this 
simple, yet powerful, Lenten practice. I remind you also that the Fridays of Lent are Days of Abstinence from eating meat.

    In this weekend’s good news from John, Jesus meets the 
Samaritan woman at the well.  I always have wondered if I met 
Jesus walking down the street, would He know what’s in my 
heart & soul just as this woman’s?  Of course, He would! 
Everything is possible with God. He knows the good as well as  
the sins we have committed. However, do you think it’s fair to 
only go to Jesus when we need something or want something? 
Jesus asked this woman for a drink of water & He didn’t have a 
bucket for the deep cistern but she did.  He wanted to trade her 
water for living water that only He could provide. Jesus said: 
“Everyone who drinks this water will be thirsty again; but 
whoever drinks the water I shall give will never thirst; the water I 
shall give will become in him a spring of water welling up to 
eternal life.” Jesus further said to her,” You people worship 
what you do not understand; But the hour is coming, & is now 
here,  
when true worshipers will worship the Father in Spirit & truth; & 
indeed the Father seeks such people to worship him. God is 
Spirit, & those who worship him must worship in Spirit &  truth.” 
In order to fully worship & believe, we need a well-formed 
conscience based on morality, not secular cultural trends either. 
Jesus instructed her to bring her husband back with her, fully 
already knowing that she had many husbands & that is not 
what God intended for her life or ours. When we don’t take into 
consideration praying to God for guidance in our lives, our path 
usually takes a serious detour on the road to salvation. It’s 
difficult for us to be happy. We get trapped in our sins & errors. 
But God is so good, we have the sacrament of reconciliation to 
heal our troubled soul & heart. Take advantage of the graces 
offered to us.  Don’t condemn yourself any longer.  People who 
lived in Jesus time, once said “we know that this is truly the 
savior of the world.” Now it’s our time to believe too. 
  Last week, the horrors of the Police officer killed on 52nd & 
Spaulding were brought to light. However, something more 
powerful also happened to overcome & repair the evil done. Fr. 
Matt Foley, pastor of St. Gall’s church led a procession, 
carrying the monstrance with the Holy Eucharist through the 
neighborhood.. Fr. Foley made that evident to all of us too. 
Jesus can & has made everything right  He did it by dying & 
rising from the dead in reparation of all sins, both past & future. 
Happily it was all caught on video & went viral online. It’s going 
to take a while for all of us to process this troubling news but 
Jesus is our Prince of peace. Who has said over & over again.” 
Do not let your hearts be troubled, have faith in God & faith in 
me.” Finally, let peace begin with each one of us.  
   Until our bulletin issues are resolved, it may only be possible 
to read my article online. I hope you are willing to try it or share 
it with someone who cannot do it themselves.
