Dear Parishioners. 
 

Today we mark the Second Sunday of Lent. The Scripture readings and Mass prayers of these early weeks of the season invite us to 
seriously respond to the call to conversion of heart that we heard on Ash Wednesday and to continue in our efforts to enter into the 
season as best we can. We are called to turn away from our sinfulness and to turn towards God. The traditional Lenten practices of 
prayer, fasting, and almsgiving are held up before us as excellent ways of living the season. During Lent I encourage all to take 
advantage of the Sacrament of Reconciliation and attend the Stations of the Cross. 
Two weeks ago we were given the opportunity to participate in the 2023 Annual Catholic Appeal of the Archdiocese of Chicago. The 
goal that was set for our parish is $31,812. I am happy to report that first pledges have been tabulated and our parishioners have 
already pledged $16,440. So far $16,290 has been collected in fulfillment of these pledges. Thank you to everyone who has 
contributed to this appeal which supports the work of the Church in Chicago. 
Please, when you have a moment, fill out the Disciples Maker Index survey, which will help our parish identify our strengths and 
challenges. See page 5 on how to fill out the survey online. 
And finally, don’t forget to adjust your clocks (if they don’t change automatically) when you head to bed next Saturday. It’s time to 
spring forward 1 hour for Daylight Saving Time. Otherwise, you’ll likely arrive an hour late for church on Sunday.

  On this 2nd Sunday of Lent,  we hear in Genesis, “The LORD 
said to Abram…I will make of you a great nation, and I will bless 
you;  I will make your name great so that you will be a blessing.”  
When was the last time someone “blessed” you? Perhaps, it was 
when you sneezed? When it was your birthday did someone 
sing the 2nd stanza of the birthday song? May the dear Lord 
bless you, shower graces on you. St. Joseph protect you, Mother 
Mary, guide you.  My wife always leads the charge at our house 
singing it. Hopefully, you notice that at every dismissal of mass, 
the priest will bless you as you called to be disciples to go on 
mission & spread the word of God with your life. Have you ever 
had your house blessed? Your car? Your pet? Your marriage? 
Do you bless your children as they leave the house or your food 
before meals? (PS ask God to remove the calories) Part of the 
rite of Baptism of children, mothers & dads are given a separate 
blessing to take on the role as the first teachers of their little one 
in leading them to Christ. Nowhere will you hear that being done 
in current culture except in the church. In fact, the opposite sadly 
is true. Not having children or delaying having children is getting 
to be the norm instead.

their child.  Whether it’s the first day of school, riding a bike, a 
new baby in the family, graduating, getting your driver’s license, 
etc, each one is a blessing for sure. We even suggest a book, 
called Family Blessings for Family Times. Recently, my wife & 
received a wonderful card in the mail this Christmas from one of 
the godfathers, Dan who we remembered since he was a young 
boy at St. Bruno’s.  In fact, my wife even shared his card with the 
high schoolers who she is teaching CCD.  Dan thanked us for 
baptizing his family members & said that being back home at his 
childhood parish sparked a new flame in him, so much so that he 
purchased four copies of this book  He admitted he couldn’t wait 
to share the blessings with his family. It meant so much to me 
that he was taking his role as godfather, uncle & hopefully as 
future dad, to heart. We will continue to pray for him & all the 
other children that I have been graced to baptize in our prayers 
too.
