  The gospel reading from John on this 3rd Sunday of Easter, we 
hear Jesus telling the apostles where to cast their nets to catch 
fish. When they came ashore, Jesus had a fire ready so he could 
barbecue them breakfast. I always found it interesting that people 
of Jesus’ time would eat fish for breakfast! We don’t even keep a 
meatless Friday anymore when more of us would eat fish but did 
you know that we are expected to substitute with another type of 
sacrifice instead. Most of us don’t even think about it or even 
understand that part of being Catholic. But when they were done, 
Jesus said to them feed my sheep, not count them. Jesus didn’t 
mean feed them with fish but rather with knowledge so they could 
learn about Jesus’ teachings of the kingdom of heaven. All of us 
who are baptized have been given that task, not just the priests, 
deacons & religious. Are you doing your part?  
   Last week, my bride & I went to the show for the first time since 
covid hit. I was drawn by promotions on Catholic Relevant Radio of 
the movie, “Father Stu.” At first, I wasn’t sure since it was rated “R” 
due to language & some violence but I love true stories, so we 
went. I was in awe how the story was woven including his 
dysfunctional family, his struggles to find a way to earn a living as a 
prizefighter, his bout with alcohol warranting a visit by Jesus 
himself, & by the Blessed Mother when he was close to death, his 
conversion to Catholicism & his crazy route to answer a call to 
become a priest.  Redemption was the key to this whole story.  
Easter is the redemption story. While the theater was only 10% full, 
people were drawn in &  if you can, stay to the end to watch the 
credits. You won’t regret it.  
  Finally, Happy May 1st, feast also of St. Joseph the Worker & May 
is the month of Mary. Pray the rosary every day or frequently, 
meditating on the beautiful mysteries. It is the 2nd greatest weapon 
we have after the Holy Eucharist to defeat the evil in this world.
